and the FBI’'s Safe Streets Task Force executed an arrest warrant at his home around 6 am
according to an FBI spokesperson.

He faces federal RICO conspiracy charges for his involvement in The Kingsmen
Motorcycle Club. Two other club members were arrested in Tennesee, and more arrests are
pending.

The United State’s Attorney classifies The Kingsmen Motorcycle Club as a criminal organization
which engages in such crimes as the distribution of controlled substances, maintaining
premises for the use and distribution of controlled substances, possession, use, and sale of

firearms, sales of untaxed cigarettes, and promoting prostitution.
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
